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Ever wonder how a tribe earns the coveted Tribe of the Year award? It is based on 
an 1,100 point system and takes into account the following components: 
 
Longhouse event attendance = 500 points possible 

Event participation % = (total # events attended by each little brave in tribe) / 
(# offered Longhouse events * # of little braves in tribe) 

Community service = 50 points per service event * 4 events maximum = 200 points possible 
Individual tribe events = 20 points each event * 10 event maximum = 200 points possible 
Longhouse officers = 50 points each * 4 officer maximum = 200 points possible
